Notice of Race 
1 INTRODUCTION
1.1	The Cranfield MBA Regatta is a series of sailing races held on the Solent off the South Coast of England over a summer weekend.  The Organising Authority is the Cranfield Regatta Organising Team in conjunction with Sunsail UK, who provide the yachts (Sunsail F40s) and race coordination.  The regatta provides a great opportunity for students and alumni of the world’s top business schools to meet in friendly competitive close racing (avoiding the complexities of handicapping) and to indulge in some serious networking.  

2 RULES
2.1	The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
2.2	Competitors enter into a contract with Sunsail UK and must abide by Sunsail UK’s terms of charter.  All yachts entering the regatta must be skippered by a professional skipper hired from Sunsail UK, or by a suitably qualified skipper (RYA Day Skipper with 500nm race experience as skipper) subject to verification by Sunsail UK and the eligibility rules below.  First mates may be suitably qualified (minimum RYA Competent Crew with race experience as mate) students or alumni, or hired from Sunsail UK.  Skipper and first mate hire is not included in the yacht entry fee and must be paid to Sunsail UK separately.  
2.3	The Organising Authority will randomly allocate all Sunsail professional skippers to their crews by a draw prior to the event. Any professional skipper not allocated by this process will not be allowed to compete in the regatta.
3	ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
3.1	Total crew per yacht must be no more than 8 and no less than 5.  At least 4 members of each crew must hold, or be studying for, a Masters or higher level qualification (e.g. MBA, M.Sc., Ph.D) from a business school that holds AMBA, EQUIS or AACSB accreditation. In addition, all crew members (except Sunsail UK skippers) must be able to be classified as ISAF Group 1, i.e. they have not been paid to race yachts in the previous 2 years.   The Organising Authority reserves the right to allow ISAF Group 2 or Group 3 crew members to participate. 
3.2	Application to enter the regatta should be made using the forms at the end of this Notice of Race.  One individual entry form should be submitted for each participant.  A full crew application should be made by submitting individual entry forms and a crew entry form to assist with invoicing. Crew lists will be checked using an additional form supplied by the Organising Authority before the event.  Crew lists can be changed up until 12:00 on 5th July 2012.
3.3	The Organising Authority’s decision on eligibility is final and there will be no refund of entry fees or any other form of redress in the event of disqualification.
4	SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
4.1	The event will be run under the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing with amendments from Sunsail UK. The Sailing Instructions will be available before the event.   Courses, scoring and the penalty system will be published in the Sailing Instructions. 
5	ADVERTISING, PHOTOGRAPHY AND TELEVISION RIGHTS
5.1	Yachts may be required by the Organising Authority to display event stickers on the bows and flags from registration until the end of the event.  Other advertising may be displayed according to the conditions of charter from Sunsail UK. 
5.2	Crews may attach their own spray-dodgers uniquely identifying the yacht by the name of the organisation the crew works for or studies at.   Wording and images on spray-dodgers must be agreed with the Organising Authority in advance. 
5.3	Competitors give sole right and permission to the Cranfield Regatta Organising Team to use any photographic and video footage taken of persons and yachts during the event, to be published in any media, including but not limited to TV advertisements, for either editorial or advertising purposes or to be used in press information.
6	DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY AND INSURANCE
6.1	Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing, Decision to Race, applies. The Organizing Authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.  Charter of yachts from Sunsail UK includes third-party liability insurance.  Competitors external to Cranfield University are advised to take out their own personal accident insurance.  Event cancellation insurance will be arranged by Cranfield.
